The do-it-yourself Swingstyle-Syndicate suit lapel button
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The mini logos are grouped and can be streched in their extents.

It is possible to adapt the logo size to every preform. Check matching by test prints. Best print results with photo paper and "best quality" option. Cut out logo and put it into the mount (e.g. cuff-link preform form a tinker accessories shop). Perhaps fix it with a drop of second-glue so that it can't slip. The inserted logo than cover/seal with some bubble-free stired two-components resin. A slightly lenticular curvature of the resin strengthens the visual impression (but be careful, apply not too much). A resin surface is often sticky after drying and should be polished (with chrome polish or strong varnish polish) - well done, your "Syndicate lapel button" is ready.

P.S.: The logo looks best in a cuff-link preform from which the cuff mount was removed and an ear-clip preform was put behind therefor (glued or soldered). With this clip the lapel button remains flat and holds optimally at the cloth.
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
